I am sorry to have report that we have received warnings from Woking College once again about the state of the venue after we have used it and the behaviour of certain youngsters in our group.  

After a meeting with the College authorities, it has been decided that we may continue to use the venue on a trial basis only until the end of this term. 

Could I firstly request PARENTS OF ESPECIALLY THE OLDER CHILDREN to emphasize to their children to portray their best Muslim behaviour at all times, including cleanliness in toilet manners, interaction with adults, helpfulness to others, etc.  There have been some very specific complaints made about the state of the upstairs toilets and certain students wandering around the halls (presumably wasting time after they have been to the bathrooms).

More generally, PLEASE could we ask all parents and guardians to ensure that their child comes in to each session punctually and quietly, and enters their classroom or the prayer hall as appropriate (children in 
downstairs rooms go to classrooms and students in older classes go into the hall or as directed by a teacher).  

PLEASE could you also collect children on time at the end of the session (5.15 for nursery-YR class, 6.00 for all other classes) and move quickly out of the building towards the car park.  Please ensure that children are supervised at all times once they have left the building and that they do not make noise as this affects other users of the College.

I would take the opportunity to remind everyone that fITRA may take steps to exclude any student who persistently misbehaves.
