Preparation for end-of-year tests
All children in Yr1 and above will be bringing home a list of topics that they have covered in their class during this academic year.  They will also be doing revision during lessons.  Please use the list of topics to help your child at home in further revision for their tests as appropriate.

The last session of this academic year will be packed with activities and celebrations, inshallah.  
Fund-raising

All children will take part in a sponsored lap in the first half of the session to raise funds for fITRA and for our sponsored child.  The additional funds for our sponsored child will be used to send her something special for Eid near the beginning of the next term, inshallah, perhaps something which will benefit her family and /or community as well.  Your child will bring home a sponsorship form – please give as generously as you can, jazakallah.
Certificates and Awards distribution

The Certificates and Awards distribution will take place in the second half of the session and all parents are invited to attend.  This will be held in the Woking College field behind the classrooms (or in the gym, if wet weather).  Directions will be signposted from the classrooms.

Please come in by 5.30 p.m. to join in with the celebrations.  The youngest class will also be receiving certificates so please do not collect them from their class at 5.30 p.m.  The presentations will end by 6 p.m. inshallah and the children can then be collected from their class groups.
Fees for next term
As our venue hire costs will be increasing from September, there will be an increase in fees for the next academic year.  We will try to keep this increase to a minimum and will notify you of the new prices before the end of term.

Registration fees

As of September 2007, we will be charging a one-off registration fee for each child in the Reception class and above.  
This will entitle the child to a pack consisting of a fITRA bag, folder, homework diary and CD of the 30th section (juz) of the Quran.  The CD will enable us to improve our teaching of the Surahs and will help the children to memorise them with the correct pronunciation, especially if they have the opportunity to listen to their CD at home, in the car, etc.
Again, we will notify you of this fee before the end of term, once we have finalised the cost of the pack.
New Nursery class
We are excited to announce that fITRA will be starting a new Nursery class from September.  Children can start in this class from the term after their third birthday.  As with the Reception class, the Nursery class will run from 4.30 to 5.30 p.m.
This will enable us to separate out our current youngest class (of Nursery and Reception children) into 2 classes, one for Nursery aged children and one for children in Reception at school.  Each class can then concentrate on the learning methods and activities that are most appropriate and enjoyable for that age.
Please note that parents will not stay for this class except, if necessary, to settle their child.  The teachers may use their discretion in asking a parent to stay or not.
If you are interested in a place for your child in the new Nursery class and have not already filled in a Waiting List form, then please do so as soon as possible.  You can get a form from the website (www.fitra.org.uk) under After-School Club, or ask for one at fITRA.
