Aims and rules



The aims of fITRA are: 
(1) to provide weekly interactive classes for children from age 3 to 17 to contribute to the development of a happy and confident British Islamic identity. 

Specifically, the children will learn:
1. basic Islamic Belief.  

2. the Rituals that are practised in Islam
3. the necessary knowledge and skills for developing Islamic behaviour within British society.
(2) to provide resources for local schools to help them in their teaching of Islam.
The rules concerning children attending fITRA classes are:

1. Children may join in the first 2 weeks of term only.

2. All parents must pay the termly subscription within the first two weeks of term. For new children who join during the school year, parents must return the completed registration and consent forms within the first two weeks of term.

3. Half a term’s notice must be given for anyone wishing to withdraw their child, otherwise the full term’s fees will be payable.   

4. Parents are responsible for bringing and collecting their children on time. 

5. From Year 1, parents must ensure that the child finishes any homework and brings this work to the next class, along with their folder and a pen/pencil. 
6. Children’s parents will be responsible for any damage done to the venue by their children.
Attendance at fITRA is open to all children aged 3 years and above, regardless of religious, social or ethnic background, provided parents agree to the rules above. fITRA reserves the right to refuse children whose parents do not follow the rules.
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
