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Information for Parents of children in 3-5 class:

Timing: 3.55-4.25

You will see we aim to fit a lot into 30 minutes, the class will start on time insha’allah and children who are late will miss some of the class and disrupt the other children. Please bring your child into the large hall; you may wait in the small hall or outside, or stay with your child if he/she needs it initially. 
Colouring

At the end of every class, children will be given a picture to colour in. Each child who brings it to the start of the next class will be given a sticker.

Name badge

Each child will have their name written in Arabic and English and will be encouraged to put it in the box. 

Activities

Each week they will cover a letter of the alphabet, a small dua or ayah from the Quran, a session on Islamic belief or Prophet’s stories, and a session on Islamic behaviour or practice. They will often learn through stories and songs. Clearly the session is short, so we are just introducing the ideas to them at this stage.  Also there is a large age range, so we would expect the older children will absorb more than the younger ones. The more you reinforce these topics, the more your children will learn.
